This past summer, I had This past summer, I had 
the incredible opportunity the incredible opportunity 
to attend the TCU High to attend the TCU High 
School Investors Challenge School Investors Challenge 
Camp, a program hosted by Camp, a program hosted by 
the Neeley School of Busi-the Neeley School of Busi-
ness at Texas Christian ness at Texas Christian 
University. As someone who University. As someone who 
had always been intrigued had always been intrigued 
by the world of finance but by the world of finance but 
had no real experience in had no real experience in 
investing, I wasn’t entirely investing, I wasn’t entirely 
sure what to expect from the camp. I knew it sure what to expect from the camp. I knew it 
would involve learning about investing, but would involve learning about investing, but 
I didn’t anticipate just how much hands-on I didn’t anticipate just how much hands-on 
experience and practical knowledge I would experience and practical knowledge I would 
gain in such a short period.gain in such a short period.

From the moment I arrived, I was im-From the moment I arrived, I was im-
mersed in a world of finance, surrounded by mersed in a world of finance, surrounded by 
like-minded peers who shared my curiosity like-minded peers who shared my curiosity 
and enthusiasm about the stock market. and enthusiasm about the stock market. 
Let me lead you through my experience, Let me lead you through my experience, 
highlighting the activities I took part in, the highlighting the activities I took part in, the 

knowledge I gained, and how the camp has knowledge I gained, and how the camp has 
shaped my understanding of investing and shaped my understanding of investing and 
personal finance.personal finance.

INTRO TO THE  INTRO TO THE  
STOCK MARKETSTOCK MARKET

The first few days of the camp were ded-The first few days of the camp were ded-
icated to building a foundation of financial icated to building a foundation of financial 
knowledge. We began by learning about knowledge. We began by learning about 
the stock market—how it works, why it the stock market—how it works, why it 
exists, and how investors use it to buy and exists, and how investors use it to buy and 
sell shares of companies. The instructors, sell shares of companies. The instructors, 
who were TCU professors and experienced who were TCU professors and experienced 
professionals in the finance industry, broke professionals in the finance industry, broke 
down complex concepts into digestible pieces, down complex concepts into digestible pieces, 

making them easy to understand even for making them easy to understand even for 
someone like me who was new to investing.someone like me who was new to investing.

One of the key takeaways from the first One of the key takeaways from the first 
sessions was understanding the difference sessions was understanding the difference 
between stocks, bonds, and other investment between stocks, bonds, and other investment 
vehicles. I learned that stocks represent vehicles. I learned that stocks represent 
ownership in a company, while bonds are es-ownership in a company, while bonds are es-
sentially loans to companies or governments sentially loans to companies or governments 
that pay interest over time. Mutual funds that pay interest over time. Mutual funds 
and ETFs, which pool together money from and ETFs, which pool together money from 
many investors to buy a diversified portfolio many investors to buy a diversified portfolio 
of stocks and bonds, were also discussed in of stocks and bonds, were also discussed in 
detail. This initial exposure to various in-detail. This initial exposure to various in-
vestment options helped me understand the vestment options helped me understand the 
different ways I could approach building an different ways I could approach building an 
investment portfolio.investment portfolio.

The instructors didn’t just lecture us; The instructors didn’t just lecture us; 
instead, they made sure we were engaged instead, they made sure we were engaged 
by asking questions, using real-world by asking questions, using real-world 
examples, and offering scenarios where we examples, and offering scenarios where we 
could apply what we had learned. I remem-could apply what we had learned. I remem-
ber feeling amazed at how intricate and ber feeling amazed at how intricate and

HANDS ON  HANDS ON  
EXPERIENCEEXPERIENCE

One of the most exciting and One of the most exciting and 
valuable parts of the camp was valuable parts of the camp was 
the stock market simulation. As the stock market simulation. As 
part of this hands-on experience, part of this hands-on experience, 
we were each given a virtual we were each given a virtual 
portfolio with a set amount of portfolio with a set amount of 
“money” to invest. The goal was “money” to invest. The goal was 
to build and manage our portfolio to build and manage our portfolio 
as effectively as possible over the as effectively as possible over the 
course of the week.course of the week.

The simulation was run in The simulation was run in 
real-time, so we had to make real-time, so we had to make 
investment decisions based on investment decisions based on 
the latest market data, news, the latest market data, news, 
and trends. Each day, we would and trends. Each day, we would 
receive updates on how our in-receive updates on how our in-
vestments were performing, and vestments were performing, and 
we could choose to buy, sell, or we could choose to buy, sell, or 
hold stocks based on market con-hold stocks based on market con-
ditions. This aspect of the camp ditions. This aspect of the camp 
was especially engaging because was especially engaging because 
it mirrored real-world investing, it mirrored real-world investing, 
where markets fluctuate, and de-where markets fluctuate, and de-
cisions need to be made quickly.cisions need to be made quickly.

During this part of the camp, During this part of the camp, 
I learned how to analyze com-I learned how to analyze com-
panies for investment potential. panies for investment potential. 
We were taught how to look at We were taught how to look at 
financial statements, such as financial statements, such as 
balance sheets and income state-balance sheets and income state-
ments, to understand a compa-ments, to understand a compa-
ny’s financial health. For exam-ny’s financial health. For exam-
ple, we analyzed revenue growth, ple, we analyzed revenue growth, 
debt levels, and profit margins to debt levels, and profit margins to 
determine whether a stock was determine whether a stock was 
a good buy. I had never really a good buy. I had never really 
thought about investing in such thought about investing in such 
a data-driven way, but the sim-a data-driven way, but the sim-
ulation made it clear that suc-ulation made it clear that suc-
cessful investing requires careful cessful investing requires careful 
research and decision-making.research and decision-making.

It was also during the simula-It was also during the simula-
tion that I first encountered the tion that I first encountered the 
challenge of balancing risk and challenge of balancing risk and 
reward. In the beginning, I took reward. In the beginning, I took 
a more conservative approach, a more conservative approach, 
investing in established compa-investing in established compa-
nies with stable returns. How-nies with stable returns. How-
ever, I quickly realized that I ever, I quickly realized that I 
needed to take calculated risks in needed to take calculated risks in 
order to see significant gains. By order to see significant gains. By 
the end of the camp, I had gained the end of the camp, I had gained 
a deeper appreciation for the a deeper appreciation for the 
importance of diversification—importance of diversification—
spreading investments across spreading investments across 
different asset types and sectors different asset types and sectors 
to reduce risk.to reduce risk.

LEARNING  LEARNING  
STRATEGIESSTRATEGIES

In addition to the stock mar-In addition to the stock mar-
ket simulation, we were intro-ket simulation, we were intro-
duced to different investment duced to different investment 
strategies, such as value in-strategies, such as value in-
vesting, growth investing, and vesting, growth investing, and 
income investing. These strat-income investing. These strat-
egies provided frameworks for egies provided frameworks for 
making decisions about which making decisions about which 
stocks to buy and how to man-stocks to buy and how to man-
age a portfolio over time.age a portfolio over time.

I was particularly intrigued I was particularly intrigued 
by value investing, a strategy by value investing, a strategy 
popularized by Warren Buffett. popularized by Warren Buffett. 
This approach involves buying This approach involves buying 

stocks that appear underval-stocks that appear underval-
ued compared to their intrinsic ued compared to their intrinsic 
worth. Through discussions and worth. Through discussions and 
examples, I learned how val-examples, I learned how val-
ue investors look for “bargain” ue investors look for “bargain” 
stocks by evaluating metrics stocks by evaluating metrics 
like price-to-earnings ratios and like price-to-earnings ratios and 
comparing them to industry comparing them to industry 
averages.averages.

Growth investing, on the oth-Growth investing, on the oth-
er hand, focuses on companies er hand, focuses on companies 
that are expected to grow at an that are expected to grow at an 
above-average rate compared above-average rate compared 
to other companies. Learning to other companies. Learning 
about these different approach-about these different approach-
es was enlightening, and it es was enlightening, and it 
allowed me to see that there is allowed me to see that there is 
no one-size-fits-all approach to no one-size-fits-all approach to 
investing. The right strategy investing. The right strategy 
depends on an investor’s goals, depends on an investor’s goals, 
risk tolerance, and market risk tolerance, and market 
outlook.outlook.

Another key part of our Another key part of our 
learning focused on market learning focused on market 
psychology and how emotions psychology and how emotions 
play a role in investing. We play a role in investing. We 
discussed how fear and greed discussed how fear and greed 
can drive market behavior, and can drive market behavior, and 
how biases like overconfidence how biases like overconfidence 
and herd mentality can influ-and herd mentality can influ-
ence decisions. Understanding ence decisions. Understanding 
these psychological factors was these psychological factors was 
eye-opening because it made eye-opening because it made 
me realize how important it me realize how important it 
is to remain level-headed and is to remain level-headed and 
stick to a sound strategy, espe-stick to a sound strategy, espe-
cially during market volatility.cially during market volatility.

RISK MANAGEMENTRISK MANAGEMENT
One of the most important One of the most important 

lessons I took away from the lessons I took away from the 
camp was the concept of risk camp was the concept of risk 
management. We spent a lot of management. We spent a lot of 
time discussing how to balance time discussing how to balance 
risk and reward in a portfolio risk and reward in a portfolio 
and the role of diversification in and the role of diversification in 
mitigating risk. I learned that mitigating risk. I learned that 
while higher-risk investments while higher-risk investments 
might offer higher returns, they might offer higher returns, they 
also come with the potential for also come with the potential for 
significant losses. Understand-significant losses. Understand-
ing this trade-off is critical for ing this trade-off is critical for 
making informed investment making informed investment 
choices.choices.

We also spent a significant We also spent a significant 
amount of time discussing the amount of time discussing the 
ethics of investing. We learned ethics of investing. We learned 
that investing isn’t just about that investing isn’t just about 
making money—it’s also about making money—it’s also about 
making responsible choices. making responsible choices. 
Ethical investing, or socially Ethical investing, or socially 
responsible investing (SRI), responsible investing (SRI), 
involves considering the impact involves considering the impact 
of investments on the environ-of investments on the environ-
ment, society, and corporate ment, society, and corporate 
governance. This was an import-governance. This was an import-
ant discussion for me because ant discussion for me because 
it reminded me that financial it reminded me that financial 
decisions should not be made in decisions should not be made in 
a vacuum; they have real-world a vacuum; they have real-world 
consequences.consequences.

TEAMWORK,  TEAMWORK,

Throughout the week, we Throughout the week, we 

were divided into teams and were divided into teams and 
worked together to manage our worked together to manage our 
virtual portfolios. The team as-virtual portfolios. The team as-
pect added an element of friendly pect added an element of friendly 
competition, as we competed competition, as we competed 
against other teams to see who against other teams to see who 
could generate the best returns. could generate the best returns. 
Working in teams allowed me Working in teams allowed me 
to collaborate with others, share to collaborate with others, share 
ideas, and learn from my peers. ideas, and learn from my peers. 
It was interesting to see how It was interesting to see how 
different people approached the different people approached the 
same problem, and the diversity same problem, and the diversity 
of strategies made the experience of strategies made the experience 
even more enriching. even more enriching.

Looking back, attending the Looking back, attending the 
TCU High School Investors TCU High School Investors 
Challenge Camp was one of the Challenge Camp was one of the 
most rewarding experiences of most rewarding experiences of 
my high school career. The camp my high school career. The camp 
gave me a deep understanding gave me a deep understanding 
of how investing works, from of how investing works, from 
the basics of the stock market to the basics of the stock market to 
more advanced strategies and more advanced strategies and 
ethical considerations. I left the ethical considerations. I left the 
camp not only with a stronger camp not only with a stronger 
grasp of financial concepts but grasp of financial concepts but 
also with the confidence to start also with the confidence to start 
managing my own investments managing my own investments 
in the future.in the future.
